Parishioner concerns re activities at Mount Wellington Mine PA12/0720/10/B

After considerable discussion it was agreed, as a neighbouring parish, to write to the planning officer as, in the event of this application being approved, there are matters on which we feel strongly, those being:- a] hours of work should be restricted to those of a normal working day; b] we would recommend heavy restrictions on use of premises; c] there should be a sustainable and practical noise reduction scheme in place as emissions should be no more than 5dB; d] an assessment should be carried out on any airborne dust, to determine its composition and levels; e] all buildings in which manufacturing and industrial activities take place should be sound-proofed; f] vehicle movements be restricted to normal working hours.

28/09 S Winn, Former Methodist Chapel, Station Road, Chacewater

Conversion of former chapel into 6 self contained flats

CPC Decision: In favour of the scheme but there are concerns that a] there is historically a risk of flooding into the building, b] the old garage is not mentioned but is in a poor condition and should be painted/renovated, c] concerns re amenity spaces and unequal spaces for car parking as there is no on-street parking available

CC Decision: APPROVED with conditions. 1] electricity and telephone lines to be laid underground. Reason: to safeguard the character and appearance of the Chacewater Conservation Area 2] none of the dwellings to be occupied until space has been suitably surfaced for the parking of cars, parking provision to be maintained and used solely for the parking of motor vehicles. Reason: to ensure safe movement of traffic to and from the dwellings 3] all surface water run off to be directed to a permeable surface or soakaway. Reason: to ensure no increase in flood risk 4] prior to restoration or replacement of windows on the east [front] elevation, detailed method statement and samples of material to be approved by the LPA. Reason: as 1]. 5] prior to commencing development, samples of materials to be used in the construction of external surfaces to be approved by the LPA. Reason: as 1]. 6] no development to take place until a printed copy of a photographic recording of the interior and exterior of the building, and a brief history of the chapel has been submitted to the LPA. Reason: to secure a record of the archaeological heritage of the site.
