1. Apologies for Absence

Additional car parking – Cllr. Mrs Bailey
Cllr. Mrs Bailey reported that it is believed that the lease on a parcel of land near the car park will shortly be due for renewal.  After discussion on the matter, it was agreed that we write to the landowner to express an interest.

Village Hall photovoltaic panels – Cllr. Crocker
In Cllr. Crocker’s absence Cllr. Mrs Bailey explained that the possibility of having photovoltaic panels installed had been discussed.  The Hall is owned by the Parish Council and should this installation take place, it would be part of the fabric of the building and a major capital expenditure, therefore it was Resolved that the Council would make the purchase towards which, the Hall Management Committee would make a donation.   It was agreed to write to the Hall Management Committee requesting further information on the panels.  Cllr. F J Dyer to be asked to confirm whether or not a public building owned by a public authority needs planning permission for such an installation.
4. Pavilion Project – Cllr. Mrs Bailey

Cllr. Mrs Bailey confirmed that the continuation plans would be going to the CC Planning Department on Tues. 20th July.  The Clerk was asked to write to Mr Dan Mitchell explaining that the delays were not of our making and that we need the plans registered by August, and we need assurance that we do not lose our planning fee and have to pay again.  A quote has been received from a Quantity Surveyor, but it was agreed unanimously that we have to be prudent and get at least one or two more quotes.  The Clerk is to contact Mr Hesketh with names and addresses, and also to request a response by Friday 13th August.
